CONTEXT:

During the year 2007 and as well as previous years, scientists and policy makers in Rwanda

have done a lot of papers and posters on HIV/AIDS .The National AIDS Control Commission

propose to hold the 4™ research conference in Rwanda to give all Rwandans interested in

HIV/AIDS the opportunity to hear these presentations and see the posters, with a goal of

promoting discussion, increasing knowledge, and building linkages among decision-makers in

Rwanda related to HIV/AIDS.

OBJECTIVES:

¥

To allow posters and abstracts presented, or proposed, at International Conferences to
be presented in Rwanda;

To promote dialogue and exchange among all those involved in the fight against
HIV/AIDS in Rwanda;

To increase knowledge about HIV/AIDS, as well as efforts to prevent and treat the
disease;

To promote research in Rwanda;

To discuss the implementation of research programs that has demonstrated success.



METHODOLOGY:

¥ A Steering Committee for the Conference will be formed in order to manage the

Conference. A Conference Manager will be recruited to organize the conference and

produce the conference report.

The Conference will be two days long.

Sessions will be held in plenary as well as in breakout sessions. There will also be a

poster exhibition.

¥ Pre-registration will be required on a first come, first served basis, with a limited

number of places reserved for the National Network of People Living with AIDS, the

Umbrella of Religious Organizations, and the NGO Forum. Participants will not

receive a per diem, but may apply for transportation, food and lodging if there is a

hardship.

¥ A conference book will be prepared including all abstracts.

EXPECTED OUTCOMES:
We expect that this activity encourage people working in HIV/AIDS in Rwanda to do quality

research, and write scholarly papers, and to attend international conferences. We hope to close

the gap between research and program implementation by discussing successful programs and

including them in strategic national planning. We also expect the annual event to create a

sense of community, and a forum for the exchange of ideas, within Rwanda.

Justification/Problem of the Project/Programme/Activity

On the top of the abstract, before a title, specify the category of the abstract.
